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Mbweni Ruins Hotel is on the coast about 6 km south of Stone Town. There is a nice sandy beach fringed by beautiful Mangrove trees which attract all sorts of birds and sealife. We have even seen dolphins swimming through them sometimes!

There is a pool just above the beach, great for swimming when the tide is out.
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The hotel is set in botanic gardens on the coast, just south of Stone Town
There is a jetty which extends the period of time during which our guests can step from boat to shore, rather than trekking through shallows at low tide. This is also useful as the Chumbe Island boats have been welcomed by the hotel, so this is where visitors to the Marine Park embark and disembark.
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We have always had a good relationship with the local fishermen, who continue to use the beach to park their outriggers (ngalawas). Recently we have agreed with local fisherman that they would convert a genuine fishing boat into a dhow suitable for our guests to use – with seats and shade - thus making trips to Stone Town by sea or to the sandbanks opposite the hotel, and to the attractive islets in the bay, even simpler for us to arrange. At the same time we are supporting local industry and improving the lifestyle of the local community, something which the hotel is increasingly involved in.
